FOURTH GRADE MOUNT RUSHMORE PROJECTS

MAP is a test 
that students 
will take on 
the computer. 
Usually tests 

are the same for every student, but 
with MAP it is different. If the 
student answers the question 
correctly, the questions get harder, 
but if the student answers the 
question incorrectly, the question 
gets easier. MAP stands for 
Measures in Academic Progress and 
the data from the test helps by 
telling teachers what to teach, and 
it also shows the progress of the 
student over the course of the 

school year. Spring Avenue takes 
MAP at the beginning, middle, and 
end of the school year.

PARCC is a test 
that has just 
recently been 
computerized. 
Unlike MAP, 

which is for everybody in 
elementary, PARCC is only 3rd 
grade and up. Like MAP, PARCC is to 
show the teachers what the student 
knows, but it also prepares students 
for high school, college, and his or 
her career. MAP is all multiple 
choice, but PARCC has an essay 

question and other questions 
where you type the answer in. 

PARCC has some tools that 
make your test easier, such as an 
answer eliminator, a notepad, ruler 
and protractor. MAP only has a 
calculator, which is available on 
some problems during the math 
MAP. 

In all, PARCC and MAP both 
have multiple ELA (English 
Language Arts) and Math tests.  
Both are computerized and both 
help the state grade the teachers 
and the students. They don?t count 
for your grade at Spring Avenue.

This year fourth grade had a 
project called Make Your Own 
Mount Rushmore. It is where the 
students in the fourth grade make 
their own Mount Rushmore for 
Social Studies.

You will have to gather 
materials very carefully - one wrong 
move could mean major infection. 

If you have a wound or cut, 
the first thing you should do is 
rinse it with a sterile liquid under 
pressure. Unless you drink from 
clean water and want to use it, I 
advise you rinse your wound under 

bottled water (if you have it with 
you) or fresh urine. Yes, that may 
sound gross, but urine is in fact 
perfectly sterile. The only thing 
gross about it is the fact that we 

find it gross.

Next, wash the skin 
around the wound 
very carefully, as 
you want to prevent 
the infection from 
spreading. After 
that keep the 
wound open for a 
while so it can drain. 
It may drain pus, 

which must be removed, so leave it 
until you?re sure it has stopped 
draining.

Phew, done with the 
disgusting part! Hopefully you 
didn?t pass out reading it. Now all 
you need to do is 
quickly clean your 
wound again and 
apply nature?s form 
of a bandage. Based 
upon extensive 
research, I?ve 
concluded the best 
natural material for 
this cause is yarrow, a 
plant that resembles 
a small bunch of 
ferns. Look it up; you may mistake 
it for a common weed you might 
find in your lawn. Wash the yarrow 
in sterile water (not urine this time!) 
and wrap it around your wound. If 
it doesn?t stick apply water while it?s 
on you.

Bone Fractures And Dislocation

Nobody wants to have bone 
injuries in the wilderness, but they 
happen more frequently than many 
people realize. A simple stumble 
over a rock, boulder, or log can 
result in a fractured bone or even a 
dislocated one. Speaking from 
experience, they do hurt, whether 
the injury is internal or external.

The first thing you should do 
is get to safety and rest your injury. 
Examine it closely - is it draining or 
is the pain internal? Do you feel 
your bone is bent at an awkward 
angle? From there you can decide 
what to do.

If your bone is bent at an 
unnatural angle, you need to push 
it back into place. This will take 
some effort and may be painful, 
but the bone will hurt much less 

after it is over. Of 
course, if you have 
anyone else with you 
they should probably 
help, as slamming a 
bone back into place is 
hard to do alone.

If your bone simply 
hurts abnormally, you 
need to design a 
makeshift cast out of 

some small, thick twigs. You may 
drain, so follow the steps on how to 
cure wounds and lacerations.

Either way you need to rest 
your injuries after you're done 
healing them.  You need to allow 
your bones time to heal - moving 
them more will make your injury 
worse, I guarantee you. For those

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of you who have gone through this 
already, you?ll know exactly what I 
mean.

Plant /  Vegetation Poisoning

Lots of people, 
stranded or not, are 
poisoned by harmful 
plants they have 
mistaken for other ones. 
Mimicry has lured them 
into this situation, or 
maybe they just haven?t 
studied their plants 
carefully enough. Either 
way they?re doomed?  what do they 
do?

Usually medicine can be 
given for these situations if you?re in 
civilization. If you?re lost in the 
wilderness, however, artificial 
medicine will never be available - 
nature?s purest form of it is right 
before your eyes.

 There are many poisonous 
plants, some of which we haven?t 
even discovered, but I am going 
through a ground rule that works 
with almost any plant poisoning.

First of all, if you have a rash 
rub it with a sterile liquid gently. 

Keep cleaning it off and make sure it 
doesn?t sink into your skin. 

If you have internal 
poisoning try to vomit first (far from 
your living space, of course) and 
then gulp down as much water as 

possible. The process may 
take a while and disgust you 
for life, but it?ll be worth it 
when you realize you 
could?ve kicked the bucket if 
you hadn?t. Yes, I 
sound violent and 
gross, but that?s 
the way things 

work when you don?t 
have doctors or 
medicine.

I won?t list each 
plant cure individually 
because the list would last forever! 
Look it up if you have access to the 
internet; some very good cures are 
out there naturally.

Final Note

 As an experienced (junior) wildlife 
researcher, I can conclude that all of 
this information is completely 
factual. I?ve carefully chosen medical 

properties listed on multiple 
trustworthy websites and books. 
Just know that if you?re in the wild I 
guarantee you this will work.

However, if you have a 
hospital nearby or the proper 
medical equipment NEVER DO ANY 
OF THE ABOVE. Doctors are officials 
that understand your health, so look 
to them first if you have access to 
civilization. Also, if you?ve brought 

medicine you know will help 
you, take it as instructed.
When in the wild, there are 
many dangers - predators, 
possible injuries, poison, you 
name it. If you ever run away 
to the wild, which should 
always be a last resort for 
any situation, come 
prepared and stay near 

civilization. If you?re ever lost in the 
wild, just remember these articles 
and you?ll be perfectly safe until you 
can be rescued.

This is the closing article of 
Wilderness Survival. It has been an 
honor to write this for all of you.
