In District 105, we have driving questions that help us as we plan our
lessons for all students. Back in the day, long ago, teachers simply fol-
lowed the set lesson plans in the teacher’s edition and then students
went along with the flow. For the past while, we have realized the val-
ue and importance of meeting students where they are and moving all
students forward. Therefore, we ask ourselves these questions:

What do we want our students to know?

Robert Griffin III has been surprising everyone with
his season so far.
